Richardson Township

April 10, 2006

Chairperson Don Thompson called the meeting to order. All members were present. The Pledge of Allegiance was given. The clerks report for the March meeting was read, John Weiss made a motion to approve the minutes and Don Thompson seconded the motion. The Treasurers report was given; Don Thompson made a motion to approve the report John Weiss seconded the motion.


The Reorganization portion of the meeting included.

John Weiss made a motion to have Don Thompson serve as Chairperson, Mike Insley seconded the motion.


John Weiss made a motion to keep The Morrison County Record as the Newspaper, The Farmers and Merchants Bank in Pierz and Pine County Banks as the township Banks, Gammelo and Qualley and as the Township Attorneys and keep the meeting on the 2nd Monday of the Month. Don Thompson seconded the motion.


The Morrison County Auditor had asked if Richardson Township was interested in using the HAVA machines for the fall primary and general Elections. John Weiss made a motion that Richardson Township was not interested, Mike Insley Seconded the Motion. 


Platte Lake Association requested a Resolution for Charitable Gambling at the Looney Bend. John Weiss Approved the Resolution and Don Thompson Seconded the Motion.


John Weiss made a motion to have the gopher Bounty again this year, Mike Insley seconded the motion.


Don Thompson made a motion that we again have the culvert policy, John Weiss seconded the motion.


The Clerk was asked to check into MgCl again this year and run the ad when a price is determined.


Gary Hoffman requested time to discuss the hours that Kowalczyk Gravel charges for Blading. Gary also stated that he was under the assumption that grading was included in Kowalcyzk’s bid for gravel. Gary showed his figures for 1999-2002; the most hours Hoffman’s Graded was 374 in 2002. As compared to Kowalcyzk’s of 542 hours. Don Thompson mentioned that Kowalcyzk’s had been asked to Grade more frequently. Ted Block asked for clarification on if Grading was included in spreading gravel. Don Thompson answered no.


Mark Johnson complained about the condition of Peavy Rd. Don stated he had driven it that morning and found most of the problems were frost boils. Mark stated it was the wash boarding which he has a problem with.


Gene Ludders asked about grading deeper to get rid of the washboard and spots were the blade did not touch. Arnold explained that if you grade deep enough to get rid of the wash board that most of the gravel ends up on the side of the road or in the ditch. Gary mentioned that then you bring it back in, but that then people will complain about the grass in the road. 


Sharyn Gregor asked about the speed limit on the roads. And about the additional hours, which Kowalcyzk’s charged for, that Gary deserves and answers to that.


Gary mentioned that at the annual meeting a statement was made about Bud taking nabs, but that there charges do not reflect that.


Darlene mentioned that if her statement offended Bud that she did not mean to offend him. And that he has not mentioned anything to her in the last month.


John Weiss mentioned the Minnesota Reasonable Speed law. 


Ted Block asked if Kowalcyzk’s always blade in one direction, could they try reversing it every other time, it would get better.


Darlene Stone asked if she could read a statement, Asking for Road records for the last 7 years, be made available to any concerned party. And any concerned party should be able to get copies of the bidding process. The clerk mentioned that she would get the information to together but that copies of the information will need to be charged for. 

Mary Grunwald asked if anything could be done to fix Peavy Lane


Don Thompson explained that fixing roads goes though the county. And asked Ross Kutil how Kathio township does it.


Gary Hoffman explained no matter who grades the road you will get wash boarding.


Gene Ludders mentioned that all the gravel should be packed. After spreading and grading.


Gene asked about the 2 stop signs at 263rd and 400th. Why do we have 2 when only one is needed? Don Erickson mentioned that those were place when Jim Tretter was on the board at the request of the corner residents.

Shirley Stuky delivered a petition signed by 42 township residents stating they are not happy with the number of hours charged or the quality of work on Road Maintenance, grading, applying class 5 and snowplowing. 


Summer Road Bids, Bids were received from Saehr Gravel, Hoffman’s and Kowalcyzk’s.
A lengthy discussion ensued. Mike Insley asked about grading wash boards out, Mike Smude explained that you can not cut deep enough to get rid of the washboard. Don Erickson asked who counted the loads of gravel. Don Thompson and Mike Smude explained.  Gene Ludders asked how much Gravel it would take to redo 263rd at 4-6 inches of Class 5. Gary Hoffman figured it out at 6” deep x 24ft wide x 3 miles would take about 7000 yards. Don Thompson mentioned that a project of that size needs to be brought up at the annual meeting.


A discussion ensued on proper road maintenance. A mention that 263rd has lost the crown in the road.


Shirley Stuky again asked about the hour difference. And brought up Kathio Township is trying to rebuild Vineland Road. Ross Kutil mentioned that Vineland Road for the month of Dec. 2005 averaged 1200 cars a day. Ross also mentioned that you can borrow a counter from MnDot in Brainerd, Mike Insley will check this out.


John Weiss made a motion to postpone the decision until after the Road Review Meeting on the 21st of April. Mike Insley seconded the motion
